Notes – (supplementary to the meeting minutes)

1. Sub Region Groups (SRG) are/or have been formed and are beginning to meet.  It is essential that ALPSE have representation on each of these groups.

2. Much of the discussion is centred on the staff transfer issues and the legal implications surrounding TUPE and other such things.  Some LAs are keen to commence the transfer of staff as soon as possible to ensure that there isn’t a loss of skills.  Interestingly a matching process is underway and LAs will, in the first instance, be allocated staff as a result of the matching process.  They will also be paid for the requisite number of staff irrespective of whether or not they fill the vacancies.

3. ALPSE need to check and establish web links with ADCS and the REACT web sites to access various papers which are published on these sites.

4. Note that 2011-2012 will be the first full year that the LAs will plan and commission 14-19 provision.

5. Alison Alexander has extended a formal (verbal) invitation for ALPHI to nominate a representative to attend the Southampton 14-19 planning group.  RSH/AS to advise Alison of our nominee.

6. Note that the LSC have been advised that £300 million will be made available for capital funding so, many of the projects that have been put on hold can resume.  However, the backlog is £2.5 billion and therefore many colleges are going to be disappointed.

7. LSC also announced that £260 million new monies will be made available in 09/10 for 14-19 and £400 million in 10/11, again for 14-19.  In total £650 million new monies!
8. The in-year reduction (discount) in schools and colleges funding is to be restored – whatever that means!

9. The new monies do include a revision of e2e funding and perhaps, allow the LSC to realign 08/09 shortfall.

10. Stop Press – a letter will be issued this week regarding e2e

11. Note that 1500 (or is it 15,000) places have been issued to the South East Region for schools, colleges and providers – therefore expect an urgent re-profiling exercise in the very near future.

12. All wish to understand the linkage between 14-19 partnerships and 14-19 Sub Regional Planning Groups.
