	Update on FL and FS issues
	 FS now not compulsory until March 2011 for Apprenticeships.
YPLA funding workshops have been running.

AS to circulate the PICs document if PPr can confirm from PICS that we are allowed to send out with the bulletin and place on ALPSE website.

FL update

No ILRs entered as systems are not accepting the entries.

What we need from the YPLA meeting tomorrow:

· Need one standard ILR

· Ideally need guidance and training in implementation on what to do and how to report
· QCF does not cover everything and so LAD remains important.

· The LAD is not up to date.
· Training on exactly how qualifications are counted and funded to ensure that early leavers do not count against MLP.  Biggest issue is the ability to claim for each element of qualification in line as opposed to in parallel.
· Realisation that some providers are hanging on to e2e to avoid the issues
Other issues:

Connexions referrals are nonexistent at the moment. Need to do own recruitment as this is not likely to improve. Links to schools will remain a high priority.


	Sub regional 14-19 Implementation Plans Networks 
	Hampshire and Isle of Wight – LR sub group being formed but with the changes over the summer, there has been a delay.  New plan has been developed to underpin the direction of travel.
Surrey – work through the Surrey full network meetings and featuring links into schools. This will continue to feature along with a new emphasis on academies.
Sussex - Continue to support the 14-19 representation and FL sub group members come together.  Will we recruit beyond the wider e2e network in terms of engaging new providers.
TVRN – writing to all schools to offer WBL support within the schools- brochures being sent where access denied. Jane sits on 14-19 groups. Working with Reading to promote Apprenticeships.  Local case studies being prepared.
Kent – represented on all partnerships and forums. Medway are in the process of changing. FL group now includes over and above KATO members.  FL will be called A2B Kent and Medway to provide consistent marketing and promotion.
Key messages

1. Stick with the representation on the 14-19 partnerships in the short term until the recent changes shake down

2. Get to know the new Academies to ensure that Apprenticeships are known about and partnerships can be created. New opportunities may be available through these new routes.

3. Providers need to support academies to achieve excellent success for all in order that they achieve positive results
4. ALPSE and this sub group need to consider a school / academy engagement strategy.
5. Need to push FL and generate business in this rather than rely on Apprenticeships when employers are not around.

6. Need to consider the new ESF specifications to look at a pre -16 engagement programme to avoid NEET happening.

7. Need to continue to concentrate efforts around Apprenticeships as positive choice. Use of AV needs to chow excellent vacancies to advertise just what is available – this especially important in light of no marketing monies.

	Update from RPG meeting
	RPG work in the background has been around discussing with LAs and others around the requirements of the new world now that the YPLA hold the central funding role and the RPG remit is now voluntary.
Clear messages:

RPG will persist but the form will change.  A paper is being drafted to highlight the issues and functions. This will be discussed at the 22 September meeting, to include:
· LAs in this area wish to continue to work together on the strategic planning and partnership working that has been started across the region 

· Can the group take on a policy role around Academies, 14+ IAG, 14-19 work, LLDD working together, 

· RPA remains on the statute books but the future is not resolved. Full participation may not be compulsory but remains desirable. 

· Emphasis on NEET participation (even though we will not know who they are without the Connexions data), JWT emphasis is lower but CSR will determine what is affordable.
· Will there be an All Age Guidance Service?

	Matrix standard is in flux and not until April will reassessments be available if and when a new organization takes over the lead role.
ESF – specifications are drafted for NEET group. In summary:
· Current ESF completes this December

· Election had stalled planning on the new round until recently.

· NEET and adult work will come on stream.

· NEET will start first. Tendering commences in October.

· Adult is likely to start April 2011.

· Currently tweaks are being made to enable a drill down into priorities.  The specifications are out with representative groups for consultation to support this. Today is the deadline for feedback.

· SFA will run the contracting although YPLA are heavily involved in specification writing.

· PQQ already open. 

· The new Bravo Solutions - ACTOR – will open. 13th is the first day for registration. Although Bravo will pull through for those who have recently refreshed their submission.

· Future ESF contracts are likely to be large multi-agency contracts, in line with MC levels.
PLAs guidance note 5 confirmed that PLAs will not exist after April 2011.  Although starts can be made up until this date, there will be no funding to complete the programme.
New name for this sub group to be considered after the CSR.
