 ADDITIONAL DIPLOMA IN TEACHING NUMERACY
LEVEL 5
Part time over 30 weeks from October 2010-June 2011
Who it is for:

The part-time Additional Diploma in Teaching Numeracy is for those who teach Numeracy in the life-long learning sector, or who embed Numeracy in vocational courses. It is appropriate for newly qualified (DTLLS or equivalent) to teaching or who are returning and do not yet have this subject specialist qualification.

Course aims and content:

The course aims are:

· To provide continuing professional development for practising Skills for Life teachers and trainers in the Learning and Skills Sector

· To provide teacher education which is flexible, supportive, challenging and rewarding

· To respond to the changing needs and requirements of employers in the Learning and Skills Sector

· To encourage the growth of professionalism in the Learning and Skills Sector through the active promotion of professional values

There are 3 modules:

· Numeracy and the Learners

· Developing Numeracy Knowledge and Understanding

· Numeracy Learning and Teaching
These will support candidates with the development of their own Numeracy skills and provide opportunities to explore the relationship between Numeracy and social factors. Candidates will also build confidence as teachers by demonstrating and applying their knowledge and understanding, as well as reflecting critically on their professional practice. 
How the course will be taught:

The course is accredited by the University of Greenwich and delivered by the ESSU. Activities will include group discussions, practical tasks, case studies, presentations, and access to our Moodle for interactive e-learning. Individual tutorials and mentoring sessions will also be available. 

Course assessment:

Assignment tasks include written accounts, presentations and practical exercises. Candidates will compile a teaching portfolio demonstrating the application of theory to practice and will include assessment observations of four one hour teaching sessions. Candidates will need to teach for at least 75 hours within at least 2 levels of the Skills for Life curriculum during the course, and be able to evidence this requirement.

Please note the Greenwich University requirement that you maintain 90% attendance on the course. 

Additional help:

What you need to apply:

1. Evidence of current CRB disclosure or apply through your employing institution 
2. The originals of your initial teacher training qualifications (PGCE, Cert. Ed., DTLLS or equivalent)

3. Evidence of personal numeracy skills at Level 3 or equivalent. You will also have the opportunity at induction to assess your skills to help you plan for personal development through the course.

Next Steps:

Induction days and individual interviews are held prior to the course, to give an overview of the course, answer questions, and give you further information about registering online with Greenwich University and completing associated paperwork. Dates will be confirmed by the beginning of September 2010. The course will start early in October 2010 and is likely to run Mondays 9.30am-12.30pm.
