ALPSE MEETING 11 JAN 2011 
1. MCL:

· Today is the deadline for providers subject to MCL for notifying intentions to Account teams 

· Providers need to confirm their intentions to Account teams by 28 February

· All new arrangements need to be registered on ACTOR by 31 March

· MLP implications will affect 2011/12 theoretical allocations

· 16 to 18 discussions re MCL are ongoing – likely Feb before we know any more
· Need to be mindful of need for apprenticeship growth at the same time as the impact increased sub-contracting might have on quality and financial irregularities.
2. MLP:
· Work is currently underway to determine the extent of MLP across the country. There are exemption criteria that Account teams are currently working on which will take out some providers from MLP. The criteria includes learner nos 12 and below; provision in wind down or already finished; redundancies already flagged in field A50 on the ILR, sub-contracting arrangements that have dragged success rates down into MLP on wind down or finished; new provision. 

· Therefore these numbers are based on an early indication of the impact of MLP and is being scrutinised right now by Account teams

· All exemptions have to go through a regional and national moderation panel
· There may be some applications for exemptions that do not fit the exemption categories, however, this will be for Apprenticeship provision only and only in very exceptional circumstances

· Apprenticeships delivered by SE providers across all regions all ages – 3 colleges and 1 private provider below MLP that may not be subject to an exemption. No significant learner numbers affected. This is really good news!
· Apprenticeships delivered by other regions providers in the SE all ages – 1 college and 10 private training providers below MLP that may not be subject to an exemption. 2 private providers have significant learner numbers so we are following these up with the contracting region. 

· TtG delivered by SE providers across all regions – 21 colleges (inc SFC) & 17 providers/employers (inc L/As) are below MLP 
· TtG delivered by other regions providers in the SE – 8 colleges & 14 providers/employers below MLP that may not be subject to an exemption. 1 is a major employer with fairly high numbers. 
· TtG providers below MLP with no exemption are most likely to lose 2011/12 funding as a result and will be expected to cease enrolling new starts in the u/p subject sector area from 1 April 2011.
