Key items of interest:
1. YPLA update
By April 2012 the YPLA will morph into the Education Funding Agency. The expectation is that 99% of staff and 100% of functions will transfer automatically at this time. There will be 2 Regional Directors for London and the South East – Sue Samson, covering Academies and Mark Petifer covering Corporate Services (everything not an academy).
2. Data Sharing
HO pointed out that little timely data is available for Las to inform their role and responsibilities and therefore they could be put in an untenable position of having responsibility for learning yet no authority / rationale to influence changes to support access to adequate and high quality learning.  This group is likely to write to Ministers to outline this position.
3. All Age Careers Service
Katharine Horler delivered a presentation prepared by DfE regarding the progress and timeline for developing the All Age Careers Service.  Key issues identified:
· Are schools capable and ready to take on their responsibilities

· No one to one access to careers for YP – online only

· Data collection – falls between LA and Schools with LA having the responsibility and no resources or access to data

· LA responsibility is due to end in Sept 2011 and New Service goes live a year later

· Qualifications for IAG are in development.

4. Wolf report
Aiden Pettit’s presentation will follow when sent with the official minutes.  It featured the aspiration of ‘simplification of funding’ and the fact that this is unlikely to be achievable considering the complexities of the offer.
5. RPA event
HO along with E Sussex CC hosted an RPA event to consider the requirements of RPA and discuss case studies of good practice to date. This is a good forum to stay with as it will provide an opportunity to maintain the focus on WBL as part of the RPA offer.
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
