4. Mahara Open Source e-Portfolio system

Several providers are beginning to use Mahara, an open source e-portfolio, for reflective e-portfolio building, social networking and digital CV building.  Although Mahara was not designed as an e-portfolio for NVQ assessment as such, there are plugins for Moodle 1.9, which allow Mahara users to submit their work in Mahara to a moodle course for assessment.  

One work-based learning provider in the South East is using the social networking facility within Mahara as a “course facebook” for learners on an E2E programme. This provides the learners with a place where they can network with their peers in a controlled environment. You can see a demo site of Mahara at:  http://demo.mahara.org/
