Key messages from the Shadow Regional Planning Group

13 January 2010
1. The LSC Statement of Priorities was published yesterday – copy sent to members for their review.
Key points:

· SLN rates are frozen for 2010/11

· 1000 short qualifications are to be removed from eligibility to support the move to maximising unit costs

· E2e will be integrated with Foundation Learning (mainstream 16-18 provision)

· A system will be in place for in year adjustment in line with provider over / under performance.

2. SE LSC have submitted a proposal for 1400 additional e2e places to support Jan Guarantee.

3. R McKellar tabled an Apprenticeship  paper looking at demand for Apprenticeship prior to negotiating the future  SE target.

4. R Mc also mentioned the new Golden Handshake for employers to incentivise offering an Apprenticeship to a 16-18 NEET – this will be outlined at the Council meeting next week.

5. Much of the meeting was a discussion about LLDD commissioning – minutes will follow in due course.

6. NEET and NET remain priorities for supporting RPA. Flexibilities will be required to ensure the offer is appropriate to meet diverse needs of these very hard to reach cohorts. One LA stated that they have worked hard on their NEET group, reduced it to 6.3% - its lowest level ever, and those left to support really are resisting any engagement.
7. The Newsletter will be circulated shortly.
8. The ALPSE update included the work around providers negotiating additional e2e places and activities in place to support the Jan Guarantee, opportunity for Council members to access the ALPSE bulletin and website and a request for any questions members wanted to raise at the Council meeting next week – there were no questions raised.
