Article 4 – Ministerial Announcement for Young Offender Education

	THIS ARTICLE MAY BE OF INTEREST TO ALL RELEVANT 16-19 PROVIDERS AND PARTNERS

	The following statement has been agreed between the Young People’s Learning Agency, Local Government Agency, Youth Justice Board, and Ministry of Justice.  

Ministers have made a decision with regard to the commencement timescales for the reforms to young offender education contained in the Apprenticeships, Skills, Children and Learning Act 2009.

The reforms give young people in custody the same entitlement to education as young people in the mainstream, and give local authorities responsibility for securing suitable education for young people in custody.  The Act also places a number of duties on local authorities which help to ensure continuity of education provision from custody to community.

We want to make sure that local authorities have sufficient knowledge, capacity and support to implement the new arrangements.  Ministers have therefore decided to delay the commencement of the legislation to 1 April 2011, to allow more time for further awareness-raising and capability-building in local authorities and to allow us to communicate the new Government’s vision to those people involved in securing and delivering education for young offenders.  
The duties on host local authorities will only apply to those Local Authorities with Young Offender Institutions in their area from 1 April.  We will be working with Private YOIs, Secure Training Centres and Secure Children’s Homes in the coming weeks to identify issues and agree timescales for implementation.
Ministers have reaffirmed their commitment to the direction of travel which sees local authorities taking responsibility for securing education for young people in custody, and for the resettlement of these young people on release.  By aligning the arrangements for securing education in custody with arrangements for mainstream, we improve the quality of rehabilitation offered to young people in custody; and by increasing the continuity and consistency between education in custody and in the community we remove a significant barrier to effective resettlement.  

It is important that we get this right.  Between now and April 2011, we will be looking specifically at questions such as funding routes for young offender education, in the context of recent announcements on the simplification of 16-19 funding structures in the mainstream.  No decision has yet been taken in relation to the funding routes for young offender education and we will be working with key partners in the coming weeks to agree the approach that makes most sense.
